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The University of Toyama is a state-run university, which
integrated three state-run universities in October 2005:
Toyama University (founded in 1949), Toyama Medical and
Pharmaceutical University (founded in 1975) and Takaoka
National College (founded in 1983). Now the University of
Toyama has nine schools, five graduate schools, and other
educational and research facilities such as the University
Laboratory, the University Hospital, and the University Library.

The University of Toyama is located in Toyama City (Gofuku
Campus and Sugitani Campus) and Takaoka City (Takaoka
Campus) in Toyama Prefecture, a local district located on the
West coast in the middle of Japan. You can learn in a comfortable
environment in full of nature: the Tateyama mountain range to
the south and Toyama Bay, the Sea of Japan to the north.

Gofuku Campus has six schools : School of Humanities, Education,
Economics, Science, Engineering and Sustainable Design. Sugitani
Campus has two : Schools of Medicine as well as Pharmacy and
Pharmaceutical Sciences. Takaoka Campus has School of Art and
Design.

It takes about one hour by airplane and about two hours by
train (Hokuriku Shinkansen Line) from Tokyo, the capital of
Japan, to Toyama.

One-room
apartment with a private bathroom costs about 25,000 yen to
50,000 yen per month.

Unauthorized provision of cargos or technology regulated by law
to foreigners or non-residents will result in penalties for individuals
and organizations.

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Student Insurance (‘GAKKENSAIg CAKKENBATP)

At the University of Toyama, all regular students in official
programs are required to participate in two insurance schemes
described below.

The guide on how to join the insurance schemes was sent with
the other registration documents, and students who have not
yet paid their insurance premium are requested to do so in a
timely manner. Non-regular students can join such schemes on a
voluntary basis, and those wishing to do so should apply at the
office in charge of insurance on their campus.
<Student Accident Insurance (Gakkensai) >

This is the kind of insurance that covers physical injury suffered
as a result of a sudden, accidental, external event in the course of
educational or research activities [curriculum and university events
while on the university premises, extra-curricular activities (club
activities), commuting to university, etc.].
<Liability Insurance coupled with Personal Accident Insurance for
Students Pursuing Education and Research (Gakkenbai or Igakubai) >

This is the kind of insurance that covers loss associated with
legal liability incurred as a result of, for example, causing injury
to another person or damage to another person’s property during
curricular and school activities, extra-curricular activities including
volunteer activities, or travelling to and from such activities.

@ National Health Insurance

All international students must join the National Health
Insurance Plan. By joining this insurance plan, students will be
charged only 30% of their full medical expenses. A single medical
treatment costs from a few to ten thousands yen without the
insurance. Please apply for this plan with your residence card at
the city office.

Toyama prefecture gives a subsidy for a part of the insurance fee
upon your request (Toyama Prefectural National Health Insurance
Grant).

“Notice of Premium Payment” and “Proof of Monthly Payment
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(Receipt)” are necessary for the process.

For details, please see the application information which will
be posted on the bulletin board on each campus around the
application time.

O National Pension

All international students between the ages of 20 and 60 must
enroll in the national pension. The monthly insurance premium is
16,520 yen (as of 2023) . You can apply for the "Student Payment
Exception System" by presenting your student ID card. Ask and
check with the person in charge at the city hall.

What is the "Student Payment Exception System'?

- It is a system in which the payment of insurance premiums
while attending school is postponed.

- You can apply retroactively up to 2 years and 1 month ago.

- Additional insurance premiums can be paid within 10 years
after receiving the exemption.

- You may not be able to apply to this system depending on the
income from your part-time job.

If you return to your home country immediately after
graduation, you can request a lump-sum withdrawal payment.
Also, depending on the country, the pension enrollment period
can be totaled. Go check the offical website of the Japan Pension
Service.
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9 Documents Related to International Students

@ Student Identification/€ard

The Student Identification Cards are issued to regular
international students at the Academic and Student Affairs
Section of the school where they are registered. Students
are required to carry their Student Identification Cards at all
times. Cards must be shown when using university facilities,
such as libraries as well as when attending lectures and taking
examinations.

A student registration certificate of a regular student can be
issued by the automatic certificate issuing machine. You can find
it on the 1* floor of Student Hall, and Educational and Research
Building (Engineering, G16) on Gofuku Campus; in front of
Educational Affairs Division, Sugitani Area Administration
Department on Sugitani Campus; in front of Art and Design
General Affairs and Educational Affairs Division, Educational
Affairs Team on Takaoka Campus.

Academic Transcripts may be used to apply for scholarships
or to report your academic records. The Transcripts as well as
prospective diplomas for prospective graduates can be issued in
the same manner as the student registration certificate issued
by using the certificate issuing machines located at the above
mentioned sites.

Our university forbids students commute to school by cars.
(Except for the person who has a pass) It is recommended you
commute by public transportation.

Those who commute by bus or train can purchase a student
commuter pass at a discounted rate.

Those who don't know Japanese laws or Japanese customs
well should refrain from driving as much as possible. If students
must drive, they should drive very carefully to avoid any traffic
accidents.

In the event of an accident, this insurance coverage alone is not
sufficient. In addition it does not cover property damage including
cars. Therefor, it is strongly recommended to buy “Voluntary
Automobile Insurance” as well. Unfortunately, if an accident

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occurs, you have to face a variety of problems. Both sides of the
accident will suffer mentally and financially. It could affect your
studies.

Driver's Licenses from students home countries are not valid in
Japan. International Driver's License valid up to 1 year. It is neces-
sary to obtain a Japanese Driver's License beyond the period. Those
who drive without a driver’s license will be punished severely.

We recommend the recently arrived international students
never drive cars or motorcycles. Being unfamiliar with the
Japanese language, customs, and laws may cause many problems.

In the event of a traffic accident, the student should notify
his or her school or graduate school, and academic advisor
immediately.

Bicycles are categorized as vehicles and bicycle riders must
follow the traffic rules. All bicycles must be registered for anti-
theft registration after they are purchased or transferred. In the
case of transferring a bicycle at the time of graduation, leaving
Japan for one’ s home country or other occasions, both the former
owner and the new owner must follow the procedure for re-
registration detailed below. If you ride a non-registered bicycle,
you may be accused of having stolen bicycle and arrested by the
police.

Any of the following documents must be transferred to the
new owner along with a bicycle.
- A copy of the former owner's anti-theft registration card
- A document to prove purchase of bicycle from the former
owner

At the
Narita International Airport, the Haneda International Airport,
Kansai International Airport and some other airports, mid- to
long-term residents are issued a residence card when a seal
of landing permission is stamped in their passports. In case a
residence card is not issued at airports, such as Toyama Airport,
it i1s sent by mail after you submit a notification of place of
residence to a local municipal office.

Please carry your residence card with you whenever you go
out. You may need to present it for identification purposes or on
request by a police officer.

When you change your address, you must report to the
municipal office within 14 days of your moving to the new
address.

O Extension of PeriodofiStay,

If the authorized period of stay written on your residence card
is about to expire while still in university, you must renew or
extend it before it expires. Those whose authorized period of stay
is longer than 6 months can apply for extension 3 months prior
to the date of expiration.

If you temporarily leave Japan for vacations or for other
occasions, please submit a Report of Temporary Leave (Ichiji
Kikoku Todoke) to the Student Affairs Section of your school or
graduate school. If you re-enter Japan within one year of your
departure, you are eligible for the Special Re-entry Permit, and
don’t have to go to the Toyama Branch for re-entry application.
To use the Special Re-entry Permit system, when you leave
Japan, be sure to present your passport and residence card, and
check the column indicating your intention of departure by the
Special Re-entry Permit on an ED card for the Special Re-entry
Permit.

You will lose your resident status if you fail to re-enter Japan
within one year of your departure.

If expiration date of your period of stay is within one year of your
departure, you have to re-enter Japan before the date.

As international students coming to Japan intend to study and
research at university, they are assigned the status of residence.
Part-time work is not permitted under this status. If you must
work part-time to meet financial needs, you have to be granted
work permission by the Toyama Branch. Please consult with your
academic advisor or international student advisor to obtain his/her
approval. Upon your advisor s approval, notify the administrative
office of your school or graduate school by submitting the form
“Shikakugai Katsudo Kyoka Jizen Todokedesho.” (notification
prior to filing application for a permission to engage in an activity
not permitted under the resident status), and file an application
for Shikakugai Katsudo Kyoka (permission to engage in an
activity other than that permitted under the resident status)
at the Toyama Branch. Please note that you are subjected to a
penalty if you work without this permission. With this permission,
international students are allowed to work maximum 28 hours a
week (maximum 8 hours a day during the long vacations).

However, part-time jobs in entertainment and amusement
business are not permitted.

The Cooperative Society (referred to as CO-OP) of the University
of Toyama offers part-time job placement service only to students
who have received this permission. Job offers are posted on the
bulletin board of the CO-OP. To acquire contact information of
a part-time job you are interested in, please go to the CO-OP
Kobaibu with job offer number, the work permission and your
student identification card.

Application procedures for work permission may vary depending on
schools or graduate schools. Please check with the Student Affairs
Section of your school or graduate school ahead of time.

@ Change of Status of' Residence

If you wish to cease the activity permitted under your present
residence status and to engage in a different activity (e.g. in the
case of finding employment in Japan after completing study and
research, an accompanying family member of an international
student enrolls in a university etc.), it must be reported and
permission for the change of residence status must be obtained
from the Toyama Branch.

If you want to change your Status of Residence from “Dependent”
to “Student”, you have to apply for Certificate of Eligibility for
Resident Status.

A birth certificate must be submitted to your nearest
municipal office within 14 days after the birth of your child.

® Acquisition of Status of Residence

A child born in Japan is required to obtain residence status if
the child is going to stay here for 60 days or more. Application
for residence status must be made within 30 days after the
birth of the child at Toyama Branch. Please bring the following
items to the branch: Passports and residence cards of child’
s parents, a birth certificate registration (Shussho-todoke) and
a residence registration (Jumin-hyo) of all members of the
household issued by the municipal office.

©® Mother-Child Health Record Book (Boshi-techo)

If you have a child under three years old, you are strongly
advised to apply for the Mother-Child Health Record Book,
Boshi- techo in Japanese, for keeping vaccinations and check-
up records of your child. Boshi-techo is issued at Health and
Welfare Centers or other related offices.

@ Address/Occupationiafter|Retunningito

When you finish your study at the university and return to
your county, please inform the Study-abroad Support Division
of International Affairs Department of your new address and
occupation in your country through the school and/or graduate
school you belong to. This is because the University of Toyama
wishes to have an interactive network and keep in touch with our
international alumni. Regular students must report their careers
from the Hearn System.

Also, you need to report if you find work in Japan without
returning home or if you enter other universities in Japan.
