Also, when a topic requires careful thought before making a 

decision, written communication can be helpful because it does not put the recipient under pressure to respond 

right away.   

   In conclusion, face-to-face communication is preferable when you want to show personal feelings or explain 

a complex matter, whereas written communication is more effective for sharing detailed information and allowing 

time for thoughtful consideration.
